Follow these simple steps to ensure your event reaches the widest 
audience possible and showcases your commitment to apprenticeships.

PLAN AHEAD

Schedule social media posts ahead of your event to build momentum. 
Give attendees details of the event hashtag and your company’s social 
media handles to use in their own social media posts. 

USE OUR OFFICIAL HASHTAG 

Remember to use #NAW2025 in all your graduation social posts, both 
during and after National Apprenticeship Week, so we can share your 
celebrations (photos, videos etc) on our apprenticeships social media 
channels. You can also add #apprenticeships to your content to help 
promote your amazing events.

OFFER ADVICE

Encourage your guests to share as much online content as possible – you 
could email your guests the day before your event encouraging them to 
post on social media.

BUILD
MOMENTUM



APPRENTICESHIPS

Boost the number of people posting about your event by giving a 
prize for the best photo, or the post with the most likes or retweets. 
Prizes could include vouchers, stationery or confectionery.   

GET CREATIVE

Provide your apprentices and guests with simple social media graphics 
that they can personalise and share. This could feature:

•	 Company logo 

•	 Space for photo 

•	 �Motivational message e.g. proud to graduate as an apprentice with 
[company name]

Encourage your apprentices to use the apprenticeship achiever badge 
provided as part of this toolkit on their social media and email signature.



GET READY

Make sure that the event hashtag and any other relevant social media 
handles are clearly communicated. Assign a member of your team 
to post via social media during the event itself, to capture as many 
memorable moments as possible. 

INVITE MEDIA

Getting local media to attend can be a great way to create a buzz 
around the ceremony.  

PICK THE PERFECT PRESENTER

Securing a well-known face to host the celebration, or someone 
right at the top of the organisation, will add an extra level of excitement. 
Ask them to post on social media about the ceremony to 
boost awareness.

SHARE YOUR STORY

Write a blog about the ceremony and share via your website, news pages, 
newsletters and on social media. This is a great way to remember the best 
moments from the day and it can also help when recruiting new apprentices.
